4.  Cornwall Councillor's Report:
The Cornwall Council budget for 2020/2021 has been agreed at a total of 3.9% uplift, which includes a 2% increase for Adult and Social Care. This increase is required due to loss of central government funding. 

Trees which are the subject of a Tree Preservation Order at a local establishment were to be assessed by Cornwall Council for appropriate lopping following incidents of falling branches onto adjoining properties.

Introduction of caravans at a local establishment were to be the subject of an Enforcement Order requiring planning permission.

Cornwall Housing is addressing issues relating to the Wheal Jewell Travellers site.

i) War Memorial leaking roof repaired by contractor at no charge.

ii) Geothermal grant application rejected – permission obtained to submit further application by 31/03. Action CB to provide GN with details of Adult Exercise Equipment at Wheal Jewel which has been condemned and details of firms which supply to ascertain replacement costs for use in application.

iii) Churchyard and Burial Ground – two quotes received for establishing a memorial area in the burial ground Resolved – to accept the quote from SG. Action – a further quote for capping sections of cornish hedges in the churchyard to be obtained by GN for cost comparison.

iv) Clock Tower lighting – in progress Action – Clerk to obtain timing on works.

v) Notice Board Market Square – Action – Minor Works to adjust – timing tbe.

St Day Playing Field - Cornwall Council arranging transfer of lease on long-term basis to St Day Parish Council, this includes capital investment funding of £129,000 to improve current facilities and provide additional sports activities. Action - CB to contact St Day AFC, Cricket Club, Feast Committee, St Day RFC for interest in forming a CIC or equivalent body to manage the improvements for the benefit of the Parish and surrounding communities. Agreed – Parishioners will be consulted once a firm plan of action is devised.

ii. Skate Park Safety Rails - Action – CW to organise.

iii. Wheal Jewell Adult Exercise Equipment – see 7 a ii.

iv. Wheal Jewell rope climbing net for slide – Cornwall Council identify no immediate safety issues and will monitor condition.

e.  Surgery facilities – Mills Trust advise Land purchase completed end Feb. Awaiting “NHS England to report back on whether they will support Carn to Coast surgery's proposed move to the new premises and, if they do, what level of financial support they will give. If the finances don't stack up and Carn to Coast are unable to pay the level of rent the Mills Trust needs to justify this level of investment with the Charity Commission then we will be building two bungalows instead of a surgery and a bungalow.” Action – To identify what support can be provided to achieve desired outcome.
